Q: Why should I prepare for the ACT?
A: Your ACT score is too important for you to walk 
into the test unprepared. The higher you score, the 
better your chances of admission to a competitive 
college and the better your opportunity for scholar-
ships.

Q: How does ACT Strategies raise 
ACT scores?

Q: Does registering for this class also 	
register me to take the ACT?

Register on-line for the 
ACT test at www.actstudent.org.
